● Children of teachers/staff members may not recite verses to their parent/s. 

● While Bible Memory will be recited in class each day, students are responsible to 

learn the scripture on their own. Students are expected to use free class time to 

study and say their memory work. 

● Students are to learn word perfect as much as possible. Two “helps” may be given per 

passage.

Romans 8:1-17 

Life Through the Spirit  

Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus, ​2 ​because through Christ 

Jesus the law of the Spirit of life set me free from the law of sin and death. ​3 ​For what the law was 

powerless to do in that it was weakened by the sinful nature, God did by sending his own Son in the 

likeness of sinful man to be a sin offering.  And so he condemned sin in sinful man, ​4 ​in order that the 

righteous requirements of the law might be fully met in us, who do not live according to the sinful nature 

but according to the Spirit. 

5 ​Those who live according to the sinful nature have their minds set on what that nature desires; but 

those who live in accordance with the Spirit have their minds set on what the Spirit desires. ​6 ​The mind of 

sinful man is death, but the mind controlled by the Spirit is life and peace; ​7 ​The sinful mind is hostile to 

God. It does not submit to God’s law, nor can it do so. ​8 ​Those controlled by the sinful nature cannot 

please God. 

9 ​You, however, are controlled not by the sinful nature but by the Spirit, if the Spirit of God lives in you. 

And if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Christ. ​10 ​But if Christ is in you, 

your body is dead because of sin, yet your Spirit is alive because of righteousness. ​11 ​And if the Spirit of 

him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ from the dead will also give life 

to your mortal bodies through his Spirit, who lives in you. 

12 ​Therefore, brothers, we have an obligation—but it is not to the sinful nature, to live according to it. ​13 

For if you live according to the sinful nature, you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the 

misdeeds of the body, you will live, 

14 ​because those who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God. ​15 ​For you did not receive a spirit that 

makes you a slave again to fear, but you received the Spirit of sonship. And by him we cry, “Abba Father.” 
16 ​The Spirit himself testifies with our spirit that we are God’s children. ​17 ​Now if we are children, then we 

are heirs—heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ, if indeed we share in his sufferings in order that we may 

also share in his glory.

6 Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right. ​2 ​“Honor your father and 
mother”—which is the first commandment with a promise— ​3 ​“that it may go well with you and 
that you may enjoy long life on the earth.” 

4 ​Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, bring them up in the training and instruction 
of the Lord. 

5 ​Slaves, obey your earthly masters with respect and fear, and with sincerity of heart, just as you 
would obey Christ. ​6 ​Obey them not only to win their favor when their eye is on you, but as slaves 
of Christ, doing the will of God from your heart. ​7 ​Serve wholeheartedly, as if you were serving the 
Lord, not men, ​8 ​because you know that the Lord will reward everyone for whatever good he 
does, whether he is slave or free. 

9 ​And masters, treat your slaves in the same way. Do not threaten them, since you know that he 
who is both their Master and yours is in heaven, and there is no favoritism with him. 

10 ​Finally, be strong in the Lord and in his mighty power. ​11 ​Put on the full armor of God, so that 
you can take your stand against the devil’s schemes. ​12 ​For our struggle is not against flesh and 
blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and 
against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. ​13 ​Therefore put on the full armor of 
God, so that when the day of evil comes, you may be able to stand your ground, and after you 
have done everything, to stand. ​14 ​Stand firm then, with the belt of truth buckled around your 
waist, with the breastplate of righteousness in place, ​15 ​and with your feet fitted with the readiness 
that comes from the gospel of peace. ​16 ​In addition to all this, take up the shield of faith, with 
which you can extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one. ​17 ​Take the helmet of salvation 
and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. 

18 ​And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests. With this in mind, 
be alert and always keep on praying for all the Lord’s people.

16 When the Sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James, and Salome 
bought spices so that they might go to anoint Jesus’ body. ​2​Very early on the first day of the 
week, just after sunrise, they were on their way to the tomb ​3 ​and they asked each other, “Who 
will roll the stone away from the entrance of the tomb?”

‘He is going ahead of you into Galilee. There you will see him, just as he told you.’” 

They said nothing to 
anyone, because they were afraid. 

9 ​When Jesus rose early on the first day of the week, he appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of 
whom he had driven seven demons. ​10 ​She went and told those who had been with him and who 
were mourning and weeping. ​11 ​When they heard that Jesus was alive and that she had seen 
him, they did not believe it.
