Bible Memory counts as 15% of the Bible grade.

e Passages must be said to a teacher/staff member or an adult that is designated to
listen to verses.

e Children of teachers/staff members may not recite verses to their parent/s.

e While Bible Memory will be recited in class each day, students are responsible to
learn the scripture on their own. Students are expected to use free class time to
study and say their memory work.

e Students are to learn word perfect as much as possible. Two “helps” may be given per

passage.
